- To learn how to say the numbers 7, 8, 9 and 10

- To be able to ask and answer questions in pairs using number labels, C’est and the conjunction ou

- To check your knowledge of numbers O to 10

- To check your knowledge of Paris monuments

- To check your ability to ask questions, combining the use of C’est, the conjunction ou, some proper nouns and the right
intonation

More Able Children will: e spell certain words by their vowels and consonants eidentify certain words when hearing them,
spelt by their vowels and consonants e recite a rhyme such as Monsieur Pouce from memory.
